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THE WEDDING AT
CANA

1.There was a marriage in Cana of Galilee.
Jesus’ mother was there (John 2:1)

2.Jesus also was invited, with his disciples,
to the marriage. When the wine ran out,
Jesus’ mother said to him, “They have no
wine.” (John 2:2-3)

3.Jesus said to her, “Woman, what does
that have to do with you and me? My hour
has not yet come.” (John 2:4)

4.His mother said to the attendants, “Do
whatever he tells you.” (John 2:5)

5.Now six stone water-jars were placed
there, after the Jewish manner of
purification [each holding two or three
measures (20-30 gallons)] (John 2:6)

it, and carry it to the chief steward of the
feast.”

4.Now Peter and his companions were
heavy with sleep. But when they were
fully awake, they saw his glory and the
two men who were standing with him.

Let us set up
three tents here, one for you, one for
